The month of October is normally dedicated to the Holy
Rosary because the feast of Our Lady of the Rosary is
October 7th. On October 6, 1571 a Christian naval force
was preparing to engage a Muslim navy. The Christians
were overmatched. Pope St. Pius V asked the enftire
Christian world to pray the rosary for victory and, with a
dramatic chcmge of winds, the victory was won. A chope|
in Venice, |fo|y was commissioned to celebrate the victory,
and upon the walls was inscribed, “Neither valor, nor arms,
nor armies, but Our Lady of the Rosary gave us victory.”

The rosary has been a staple in Catholic life for centuries.
It has occomponied us in times of strife and opened us up
to Jesus Christ. Persono“y, | attribute the first stirrings of
a priestly vocation to the rosary. Regularly praying the
rosary, even for less than perfecf motives, has drawn me
closer to Jesus Christ and His mother.

About four years ago, we published a rosary prayer book
to aid in praying the rosary. The booklet encourages us
to pray the rosary with Mary and to ask Mary to show

us, ‘the fruit of her womb, Jesus.” The rosary allows Mary
to show us her Son, Jesus. Mary experienced the Gospel
firsthand. She heard the Angel's greeting, presented Jesus
in the femp|e, witnessed the miracle at Cana, and stood

by the foot of the Cross. She knows Jesus better than
anyone who has walked the earth. She is the first o|iscip|e
of Jesus and follows Him unreservedly.

The rosary repeats the Hail Mary 53 times and the center
of the Hail Mary is the name of Jesus: "Hail Mary full

of grace, the Lord is with you. Blessed are you among
women and blessed is the fruit of your womb, Jesus. Ho|y
Mary Mother of God, pray for us sinners now and at

the hour of our death.” His Name is the hinge between
reciting Sacred Scripture (Annunciation and Visitation)
and our prayer for Mary's intercession. Mary leads us to
her Son.

Accompanying the recitation of the sets of 10 Hail Marys
(called a decade) is the meditation of a mystery of
Christ's life. We focus on a particular aspect of Christ's
life while asking Mary to show us the Face of Jesus. We
enter into Mary's contemplation of the mystery. She "kept
all these things, pondering them in her heart” (Luke 2:19).
We enter into her memory bank to learn about Jesus
Christ and the different moments of His life.

The Mysteries of the Rosary cover the most important
moments of Jesus' life. They flow from the announcement
of His birth through His public ministry and culminate in
His Death and Resurrection. The rosary is a compendium
of the Gospel, the good news of Jesus Christ.

During this month dedicated to the Holy Rosary, |
encourage you fo pick up the rosary and to pray it. Allow
the Blessed Virgin Mary to show you Jesus Christ. If it is

helpful, pick up one of the blue rosary guidebooks from
the back of church.
