Advent Journey

Welcome to the Second Sunday of Advent.  
These weeks move so quickly; hopefully you are 

making the most of this beautiful season.  

I want to begin by thanking everyone for their 
generosity in general.  Your kindness and financial 
support of our parish never ceases to amaze me.  
Thank you!  Specifically, I want to thank you for 
your support of our Hallow Giving campaign.  We 
were able to raise more than $16,000 for our capital 
improvement projects, $11,000 from your donations 
and $5,000 from the Hallow match.  This will go a 
long way to complete these projects.

Speaking of Hallow, we are in the midst of the 
Advent Prayer Challenge, which I noticed goes by 
many names: Pray 25, Be Still, Advent Challenge 
- they’re all the same thing.  As of writing this on 
Tuesday, I have only completed the Monday session, 
but I am really excited to be on this journey with all 
of you and everyone on the Hallow App.  I encourage 
you to talk to each other about it.  Share what you 
have taken away or any particular sessions that have 
struck you.

This week, we will have our first Advent Day of 
Grace at Immaculate Conception on Thursday, 
December 11th.  Confession and Adoration will be 
available in the church from 9am to 9pm.  If it has 
been a while since you’ve been to Confession, now is 
a great opportunity to return.  The Lord can lift the 
burden of sin from your life.  FYI, our second Advent 
Day of Grace will be Monday, December 22nd at  
St. Joseph Church.

Recently, my favorite analogy for Confession has 
been “taking out the trash.”  Our sins are like 
garbage that is present in our home.  Our sins are 
the garbage of our soul.  If we don’t take out the 
garbage regularly, it will begin to accumulate and 
fester.  If it goes long enough, it stinks, and believe it 
or not, we can become accustomed to the stench of 
garbage.  Similarly with our souls, we can become 
accustomed to the sin in our lives.  It (seemingly) 
doesn’t bother us.

On trash day, we go from room to room, collecting 
the garbage.  This is similar to our examination of 
conscience.  We look for all of our sins, making sure 
that we get everything out.  We don’t want any 
garbage, or sin, left behind.  Once all the garbage 
is collected, we put it together in one place, maybe 
making a pile at the end of our driveway.

Priests are like garbage men.  Our simple role is to 
get rid of the garbage.  Just like the trashman doesn’t 
investigate every trashcan with curious investigation, 
sins don’t spark priests’ curiosity.  We aren’t looking 
for juicy details, just like garbage men aren’t keeping 
track of what a family had for Tuesday night supper.

Finally, garbage is sometimes burnt.  Our sins 
are burnt away by the fire of God’s love.  It is all-
consuming, so that there is nothing left.  Hopefully, 
you experience the fire of God’s love which removes 
the garbage of our souls and transforms our lives!
