Wrapping up a Year (In June?)

June 30 marks the conclusion of the Fiscal Year in 
the Archdiocese of Cincinnati and July 1 marks the 

one-year anniversary of our parish merger.  It is hard 
to believe that another year is in the books and 2025 
is halfway over.

Although the previous year was full of activities, 
events, and celebrations in the parish, it went 
relatively smoothly.  We have been blessed by God’s 
love and providence.  

Some of the major events of 2024 were the 
beginning of multiple capital improvement projects.  
In December, our parish pastoral council, finance 
committee, and buildings and grounds committee 
overwhelmingly recommended beginning a major 
project at each church.  Thank you for your generosity 
to these projects.  We have been blessed by your 
sacrificial giving.

As you know the stained-glass windows at  
St. Lawrence Church and St. John Church are 
currently being refurbished.  Windows Creations LLC 
has been contracted to complete these projects and 
they are doing a phenomenal job.  They are taking 
two windows from each church, restoring them, 
reinstalling the windows, and taking two more.  It is 
amazing to see the vibrant colors in the refurbished 
windows.

At St. Joseph Church, work has begun on the Faith 
Center (former school building).  HA Dorsten was 
selected as the general contractor and they are 

working diligently to finish by the end of January 
2026.  As expected, there have been a few snags.  
This isn’t surprising; the building is 125 years old.   
This is a very exciting project and we’re blessed to  
get to keep this spectacular building.

Finally, the new pipe organ at Immaculate 
Conception is moving slowly but surely.  A couple of 
organ builders have visited the church to see what 
could be done.  It will take them a few months to 
submit proposals.  Also, we are investigating a couple 
of used organs in the country.  When there are more 
details, I’ll let you know.

Thank you for your financial support toward our 
parish.  We are incredibly grateful for the sacrificial 
ways you share with us.  If you haven’t made a 
donation to the capital improvement projects, 
please consider doing so.  These projects will help us 
maintain what God has given us for years to come.

I look forward to seeing you at the Fourth of July 
Festival!
