On the Horizon

Before writing this bulletin article, I looked through 
the draft of the bulletin.  These are exciting times 

at our parish!  There are so many ways to grow in 
your faith and come to know Jesus better.  Let me 
give you a brief rundown:

On the cover is an invitation to participate in Alpha, 
which begins on September 9th in the St. Joseph Hall.  
You have probably heard about Alpha.  It is a great 
opportunity to discover the basics of Christianity.  
If there is someone in your life who could use an 
introduction to Christianity, bring them to Alpha.

As a side note, you may have noticed that we  
have started calling the big room at St. Joseph  
the “St. Joseph Hall.”  We learned that there was 
some confusion with the Parish Life Center (PLC).  
We had been calling the entire building the PLC  
and the large room the PLC.  Now we’ll call the 
entire building the PLC.  In the PLC is the St. Joseph 
Hall, Adult Room, Teen Room, Adoration Chapel, 
and restrooms.

Our parish is beginning a partnership with the 
Hallow App (page 5).  Everyone is invited to utilize 
the app and join our parish community section,  
even if they aren’t Catholic or live 500 miles away.  
There will be information about how we’ll  
be using the app, but for now, download the app  
and familiarize yourself with it.  It will be a great 
resource to help all of us in our prayer lives.

Fr. Hoying is working on a monthly men’s bootcamp 
on Saturday mornings (page 5).  Join him for 

fellowship and formation.  It should be a great 
opportunity for men to gather early on Saturday 
mornings before yardwork, harvesting, or sports.

GriefShare: Loss of a Spouse (page 5) is on 
Monday, August 25.  If you or someone you know 
is grieving the loss of their beloved, this is a great 
opportunity.  Oftentimes, grief can be isolating and 
incredibly lonely.  Even if someone says, “I know what 
you’re going through,” they really can’t know exactly 
what it is like.  GriefShare is an opportunity to mourn 
and grieve with your brothers and sisters in Christ.

As I mentioned last week, we are inviting everyone 
to consider taking an hour of Eucharistic Adoration 
in one of our chapels (page 6).  This is a great 
opportunity to spend time with Christ in the 
Eucharist.  We can listen to his voice and respond to 
His love.  In the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus asks 
His disciples, “Could you not wait with me for one 
hour?”

Finally, Fr. Hoying and a handful of others are 
working to build a young adult ministry, called 
ANCHORED (page 7).  This is incredibly exciting 
and there is a great core team leading these 
activities.  All of us know that we need to reach the 
next generation and this is a great beginning.  Invite 
your children, grandchildren, nieces and nephews to 
their events.
