Labor Day began in the late 1800s to recognize
and celebrate the contribution of workers and to
advocate for better wages, working conditions, and
shorter hours. This movement occurred within the
chonging workforce and the Industrial Revolution.
Workers and their human dignity were lost in the

midst of the growing industrialization.

The Church responded to the plight of workers. In
1891, Pope Leo Xl published a document entitled,
‘Rights and Duties of Capital and Labor,” which

is more commonly known by its Latin title, ‘Rerum
Novarum.” It attempted to address the challenges
and opportunities of the working class and the

human dignity of work.

When asked why he choose the name “Leo,” Pope
Leo XIV responded that he recognized the need
to continue down the same path of Leo XlII and
address the social questions facing our own time.
Pope Leo XIV recognizes that part of his task is
to address the cho||enges and opportunities in our
own doy and age, especio”y regarding artificial

intelligence.

In his own words, Pope Leo XIV told the cardinals

a few days after he was elected, "Sensing myself
called to continue in this same path, | chose to take
the name Leo XIV. There are different reasons for
this, but mainly because Pope Leo XllI in his historic
Encyclical Rerum Novarum addressed the social

question in the context of the first great industrial

revolution. In our own day, the Church offers to
everyone the freasury of her social Tecnching in
response to another industrial revolution and to
developments in the field of artificial intelligence
that pose new cho”enges for the defense of human

dignity, justice and labor.

In our parish, we celebrate Labor Day with the

Fryburg Homecoming. Rather than philosophical
reflections on the nature of work and the chcmging
society, we enjoy food and fe”owship. Moybe your
conversations will be centered upon the meaning of

work and the changing society.

This year is the 135th Fryburg Homecoming and

the 175th anniversary of the dedication of St. John
Church. If you haven't been to the Homecoming, now
is the perfech year fo stop by and fry some of the
famous Mock Turtle Soup. Festivities begin at 4pm
on Sunday, August 31.

Also, just a reminder that Mass on Labor Day is
at 8am at St. John Church, rather than Immaculate

Conception Church.
