Thank you to our Pastoral Council and Finance 
Committee members who do an incredible job 
advising me and our staff about parish leadership.  
We are blessed by their commitment to financial 
responsibility, clear communication, and the Catholic 
faith.  Without these leaders, a financial report (and 
the stability it communicates) wouldn’t be possible.

Also, I would like to extend a big thanks to our 
Buildings and Grounds Committee.  Over the past 
year, the task of this committee has grown to include 
all four of our campuses and 13 buildings.  This helps 
us prioritize which projects are more urgent and 
important.  I have been impressed how they have 
taken interest in each building and not just caring for 
the place that they attend Mass.  Their expertise in 
construction is invaluable!

This year, we have a parishioner entering seminary 
formation to begin the discernment process.  
Matthew Okuley graduated this past year from 
Botkins High School and last month he entered 
college seminary at the Pontifical College Josephinum 
or the “Josephinum” for short.  We are incredibly 
excited for him and proud that he is willing to make 
this big step.
