Big Days Ahead

n the early spring of 2024, we wrote to Archbishop

Schnurr about combing our four parishes into
the Holy Face of Jesus Parish. You may recall this
process. One of the questions that | received from
the Archdiocese was, “Since the Holy Face of Jesus
isn't a feast day on the liturgical calendar, what
would be an appropriate pofrono| feast doy for the
parish?” | offered the Archbishop four possibilities
and asked if he would make the decision in his

pruden’rio| judgemen’r.

When the decree for our porish merger was issued

on March 19, 2024, Archbishop Schnurr decreed that
St. Therese of Lisieux would be our patron saint. This
is because her full name as a re|igious sister is St.
Therese of the Child Jesus and the Holy Face. St.
Therese was the first person in history to have “of the
Holy Face” as part of her religious name. Of course

she had a great devotion to the Holy Face of Jesus.

St. Therese's feast day is October 1 each year. Since
she is our pafron saint, we are permi‘r’red fo move

her feast doy tfo a neorby Sundoy‘ Therefore, next
weekend, October 4/5, we won't be celebrating the
Twenty-Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time. Instead,
we will be observing the Solemnity of St. Therese
of the Child Jesus and the Holy Face. Therefore,
the reodings and prayers for Mass will be different
than what the rest of the Catholic Church will be
using. Our lectors should have been contacted about

this chonge.

Accompanying the Solemnity of St. Therese is an
afternoon Mother - Daughter Tea. There has been
information in the bulletin about it. Hope{u”y you
and your mother and or dough’rers are p|onning to

attend. It should be a unique and blessed afternoon.

In the coming weeks, the parking lot at St. Joseph
Church is going to undergo more construction
and will be even more limited. The contractor

is p|orming fo grode and resurface the porking lot
before the winter is upon us. Also, they will cut

into the drivewoy to install two new |ithr po|es.

The timing is just a little up in the air because it is
dependen’r on the weather. But consider yourse”

warned that this is coming soon.

Part of this process will be to grade the parking lot
and pave the area in the southwest of the parking
|o+, where the house used to sit. We are blessed that
the Kleinhenz-Moeller Foundation saw the need to
pave this area years ago and donated funds for
whenever the project was going to happen. We are

grateful for their foresight and generosity.
