Speaking of changes, this weekend, Deacon David
Morand received a sacramental change as he was
ordained a transitional deacon by Archbishop Casey

on Saturday, April 25. This is a substantial moment
because at deacon ordino’rion, we make our promises fo
prayer, obedience, and ce|ibocyA Deacon Ordination is
the "no furning back” moment. It is gccompgnied by an
oufpouring of grace by God, and fear and Jrrembhng for

the one about to be ordained.

David is known as a “transitional” deacon because he is on
the way fo the priesfnood. Our four deacons are known

as ‘permanent” deacons because they remain deacons

for eternity. Please keep Deacon David in your prayers
as he begins this new pnose of his life and continues on
the path toward priesthood ordination in May 2027. As
a reminder, next weekend, May 2-3, Deacon David will

serve as the deacon and preocn at all the Masses at St.

Lawrence and Immaculate Conception.
