An anniversary of this magnitude is also an 
opportunity to look forward.  In hope and confidence 
in almighty God, we work to make our country even 
better.

Around here, the Fourth of July also means the St. 
Joseph Festival.  There are details in the bulletin 
about the festival.  A big thank-you to all of our 
volunteers who pour hundreds of hours into this 
festival, making it a great event for our parish and 
our community.  Also, the proceeds of the festival 
support the great work of our parish.  The festival 
usually donates around $100,000 a year to the 
parish.  This helps us to build the Kingdom of God in 
our midst.

Finally, we are going to adjust our parish office 
hours beginning Monday, July 6th.  The parish 
office will be open Monday-Thursday 9am-5pm and 
Friday 9am-12pm.  There are a handful of reasons for 
this change:

•	 Previously, the office opened late on Thursday to 
give an opportunity for meetings.  Over the last 
few years, this time hasn’t been utilized.

•	 Now that we’ve moved into the new building, 
the Faith Center is opened for the Society of the 
Good Samaritan on Thursday mornings, so it is 
helpful to have the parish office also opened.

•	 We decided to close early on Friday for a couple 
of reasons.  First, in comparing our office hours 
to every other parish in the area, our office is 
opened much longer.

•	 Many of our parish staff have evening meetings 
and events, so they will be off on Friday.

•	 Finally, the parish office is normally quiet on 
Friday afternoons. Hardly anyone visits at that 
time.

Thanks for understanding and remember, these 
changes won’t happen until next week, Monday, July 
6th.  However, the parish office is closed on Friday, 
July 3rd for the Fourth of July holiday.
