Adoration and the Sacred Heart of Jesus

As you probably know, each month of the year is 
dedicated to a different aspect of our Catholic 

faith and June is dedicated to the Sacred Heart of 
Jesus.  This is likely because the Solemnity of the Sacred 
Heart always falls in the month of June; it is the Friday 
after Corpus Christi.  This year the Solemnity of the 
Sacred Heart is Friday, June 12.

Devotion to the Heart of Jesus doesn’t mean that we 
have particular affection for Jesus’ physical heart; it 
isn’t about biology.  Similarly, we don’t have a devotion 
to Jesus’ left kidney.  The Sacred Heart of Jesus is 
the “symbol of the love with which Jesus continually 
loves the eternal Father and all human beings without 
exception” (from the glossary of the Catechism).  We 
are devoted to the love of Jesus, which is symbolized in 
His physical heart.

This devotion is very Biblical.  The Gospel for the Feast 
is Matthew 11:25-30 and includes the words, “Come to 
me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I will give 
you rest.”  Jesus’ gentle invitation to experience His rest 
fills us with peace, love, and consolation.

Another important Biblical text for devotion to the 
Sacred Heart is the crucifixion scene in the Gospel of 
John (19:31-37).  After Jesus dies on the cross, His side 
is pierced with a lance, and blood and water flow out.  
The Church has understood this scene to represent 
the Sacraments flowing out of the Heart of Jesus.  
The water symbolizing our Baptism and the blood 
symbolizing the Eucharist.  From the open heart of 
Jesus, we receive the Sacramental life of the Church.

Here are three practical takeaways from this devotion 

to the Sacred Heart of Jesus:

1. Devotion to the Sacred Heart is tied to 
Eucharistic Adoration.  The gentle invitation of Jesus 
to experience rest is also an invitation to Eucharistic 
Adoration.  This weekend we are making another 
invitation to commit to a weekly hour in one of our 
Adoration Chapels.  There is more information on page 
5.

2. Pray the Litany to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  
This is a beautiful prayer, meditating on the Sacred 
Heart.  It can be prayed as a group or individually and 
can easily be found online.

3. Three of our four churches (Immaculate 
Conception, St. John, and St. Lawrence) have 
statues of the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  On Friday, 
stop by and visit the image of the Sacred Heart.

Also, I have the great joy to inform everyone that a 
generous donor has offered to purchase a new statue 
of the Sacred Heart for St. Joseph Church.  It will 
be crafted at the same studio that carved the other 
statues.  I’m not exactly sure of the timeline yet, as we 
are just beginning this process.

May you have a very blessed Solemnity of the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus.  If you currently don’t have an hour in 
our Eucharistic Adoration Chapels, please consider 
taking one.  It is a powerful way to experience the love 
of Jesus telling you, “Come to me, all you who labor and 
are burdened, and I will give you rest.”

Safe Environment Office Update for Your Attention
Selection.com has informed the Archdiocese of Cincinnati that, effective July 1, 2026, the fee for the initial 
online/electronic background check required for all new employees and volunteers will increase from $25 to 
$30.
The Safe Environment Office of the Archdiocese of Cincinnati continually reviews its procedures to ensure 
the highest standards of child protection. As part of these ongoing efforts, and in alignment with U.S.C.C.B. 
recommendations, we are expanding our background check protocols.
In addition to the ongoing quarterly updates from the Selection.com database, all electronic background 
checks will now require renewal every five years. Any individual who is SafeParish trained and has a 
background check older than five years will need to renew their background check. In the coming weeks/
months, those individuals will receive an email from SafeParish with detailed instructions on how to complete 
the renewal. Please check Spam or Junk folders if you do not receive an email from SafeParish and your 
electronic background check was completed more than five years ago.

• A $20 fee will be charged by Selection.com.
• In some cases, additional county clerk fees may apply.
